Around the World War II, two great powers were in competition which is Russia and USA, but economically the
capitalism of US was still leading. Whenever new weapons were invented, people were tired of brilliant descriptions; they just
wanted to enter into a real war to see the actual effect. By the end of World War II, Allied Army and Red Army were heading
against Berlin from east and west. Red Army struck into Berlin first, Adolf Hitler committed suicide before they entered the
Minister House.

However, US shocked the whole world with 2 atomic bombs and ended the World War II completely. Soviet Union
again overwhelmed US by sending the first astronaut to space in 1961, but later US landed the moon in 1969.

At the
climax, the nuclear war head of Soviet Union was even more than USA; altogether they could destroy the earth for 5 times.

The powers were in 2 groups, the NATO led by America and Warsaw Convention by Soviet Union. China was known as
from the 3" world but still cling to USSR. The nuclear crisis of Cuba in 1962 nearly led to World War III. Since 2006, North
Korea started to develop nuclear weapons. There were a Six Party Talks of North Korea, South Korea, China, Japan, USA and
Russia, hoping to stop the crisis, but no use at all. Since the presidency of Donald Trump in 2017, he turned to ask for help
from China and has been in conciliation. North Korea would not afraid of Russia but afraid of the sanction form China. Russia
could not do anything. Since the winter Olympics of Feb 2018 the relations between North and South Korea were turning good,
China acted as the middleman to facilitate the summit of US-North Korea in Singapore in Jun 2018. Russia has been an
onlooker all the way without any actual effect. Therefore in May 2018, Vladimir Putin uttered out in a high key that he would
bring Russia back to international stage.
